There are
two major tracks in the programme: Chinese and English. While common core courses are
shared in both major tracks, each track is treated as an independent choice for JUPAS
admission purposes.

The Bachelor of Social Sciences (Hons) in Global and Environmental Studies aims
to cultivate students as caring intellectuals who can analyse contemporary global and
environmental affairs from multiple disciplinary and cultural perspectives, and make active
contributions to local, national, regional and global society and environmental improvement.
